e Two recommendation letters

e Resume

Descriptive essay should include all of the following:
e What is your interest in a seaplane rating
e Your aviation history and goals and what you have done to achieve your goals
e Volunteer and involvement in aviation activities

e How will the scholarship help you and your present financial need

Applicant must use the funds at a flight school registered in the state of Minnesota.
Recognized flight schools are registered and listed by the Minnesota Department of
Transportation. Applicant does not need to be a Minnesota resident. All housing, travel,
examiner fees and other costs are the responsibility of the applicant. Funds will be paid
directly to the flight school or reimbursed to the pilot with receipts and logbook
endorsements. All training must be completed by November 30, 2024.
